1. Support Black-led organizations fighting for justice. Please uplift and help support organizations like the Community Justice Action Fund (CJAF), Movement for Black Lives, Color of Change, NAACP, and National Action Network. You can also donate to the Nationwide Bail Fund, which will support bail for protestors around the country. 
2. Spread the word on social media. Change your social media profile pics to one of these images in solidarity with Gun Violence Awareness Month. Sign Color of Change’s petition calling for the end of police violence against Black people, and share CJAF’s post on Facebook, Instagram, and Twitter.
3. Learn more about police violence and how we can end it. CJAF is hosting a "Solutions to End Police Violence” webinar series with the NAACP Youth and College Division, as well as the Leadership Conference on Civil and Human Rights. RSVP to attend the series which started , June 4 ET.
4. Download the Girls for Gender Equity digital toolkit here and continue to amplify our call to action to the New York City Council. Our City must eliminate programs like the NYPD’s new "Youth Coordination Officer" program and reallocate resources to the New York City Department of Education.
· The City must not forgo social services for policing. Submit a complaint to the Director of the Office of Management and Budget and emphasize that now is the time to cut the NYPD budget and reallocate funds to crucial health and social service programs to ensure a just COVID-19 recovery.
· The State must repeal Police Secrecy Law 50-a (A2513-O’Donnell/S3695-Bailey), which is routinely used to shield police misconduct and failed police disciplinary processes from the public. Call, email, and tweet at legislators by following the guidance from our partners at Communities United for Police Reform (CPR).
· Urge your U.S. representative to support the PEACE Act (HR 4359), and call on Congress to advance this potentially life-saving legislation.
· Support organizations on the ground calling out police violence against Black people and anti-Black policies, including local bail funds for protestors arrested and jailed by the police
· Text ‘ActionNOW’ to 90975 to get action alerts from The Movement For Black Lives for their week of action in defense of Black lives that starts today
· Call your state legislators and demand that they cut ties with police associations, #DefundPolice, #DefendBlackLives, and invest in Black communities
· Text ‘FLOYD’ to 55156 to join Color of Change in demanding justice for George Floyd
· Donate to organizations doing systemic work not to reform but radically uproot our criminal legal system and build alternative structures for justice
